Donor Registry 

Performance

Registrations grew 54 percent in 2009, compared with 2008.

It was a record year for donor registrations.
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Michigan is Behind

ÁJust 24 percent of licensed drivers in 

Michigan are on the Donor Registry.

ÁThe national average is 39 percent.

ÁMichigan ranks 42nd in the nation in 

percentage of licensed drivers 

registered as donors.



Why Weôre Behind

ÁResidents still donôt understand: Signing 

the back of your driverôs license isnôt how 

itôs done anymore.

ÁMichigan doesnôt do some things that 

other states have found successful. 

Secretary of State clerks donôt always 

ask the question: ñWould you like to sign 

up to be an organ donor?ò



The Goal

ÁAdd 1 million people to the Michigan 

Organ Donor Registry in 2010

ÁThat would give Michigan 2.7 million 

registered donors and put it in line with 

the national average of donors/licensed 

drivers



How Hospitals Can Help

ÁThe MHA Keystone Center is asking 

Michigan hospitals to add one name to 

the Organ Donor Registry for every two 

employees in 2010.

ÁHospitals are encouraged to sign up 

employees, their family members, 

friends, colleagues and neighbors.

ÁThe statewide goal for hospitals: Add 

100,000 names to the registry in 2010.
